You can choose some parts
of the wedding service*.

(A) One Bible Reading

(B) Some Prayers

(C) 2 hymns (discuss with the organist)
(D) A non-Biblical reading

*subject to the vicar's approval

(A) Bible Readings. (Choose one)

1 On the third day there was a wedding in Cana of Galilee, and the mother of Jesus
was there. Jesus and his disciples had also been invited to the wedding. When the wine
gave out, the mother of Jesus said to him, 'They have no wine." And Jesus said to her,
'Woman, what concern is that to you and to me? My hour has not yet come.' His mother said
to the servants, 'Do whatever he tells you.' Now standing there were six stone water-jars for
the Jewish rites of purification, each holding twenty or thirty gallons. Jesus said to them, 'Fill
the jars with water." And they filled them up to the brim. He said to them, 'Now draw some
out, and take it to the chief steward.' So they took it. When the steward tasted the water that
had become wine, and did not know where it came from (though the servants who had
drawn the water knew), the steward called the bridegroom and said to him, 'Everyone serves
the good wine first, and then the inferior wine after the guests have become drunk. But you
have kept the good wine until now." Jesus did this, the first of his signs, in Cana of Galilee,
and revealed his glory; and his disciples believed in him. (John 2:1-11.)

2 If I speak in the tongues of mortals and of angels, but do not have love, | am a
noisy gong or a clanging cymbal. And if | have prophetic powers, and understand all
mysteries and all knowledge, and if | have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but do not
have love, | am nothing. If | give away all my possessions, and if | hand over my body so that
| may boast, but do not have love, | gain nothing.

Love is patient; love is kind; love is not envious or boastful or arrogant or rude. It does not
insist on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; it does not rejoice in wrongdoing, but
rejoices in the truth. It bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all
things. Love never ends. But as for prophecies, they will come to an end; as for tongues,
they will cease; as for knowledge, it will come to an end. For we know only in part, and we
prophesy only in part; but when the complete comes, the partial will come to an end. When |
was a child, | spoke like a child, | thought like a child, | reasoned like a child; when | became
an adult, I put an end to childish ways. For now we see in a mirror, dimly, but then we will
see face to face. Now | know only in part; then | will know fully, even as | have been fully
known. And now faith, hope, and love abide, these three; and the greatest of these is love. (1
Corinthians 13)

3 Beloved, let us love one another, because love is from God; everyone who loves
is born of God and knows God. Whoever does not love does not know God, for God is love.
God's love was revealed among us in this way: God sent his only Son into the world so that
we might live through him. In this is love, not that we loved God but that he loved us and sent
his Son to be the atoning sacrifice for our sins. Beloved, since God loved us so much, we
also ought to love one another. No one has ever seen God; if we love one another, God lives
in us, and his love is perfected in us. (1 John 4:7-12)



4 Jesus said to his disciples: 'As the Father has loved me, so | have loved you,;
abide in my love. If you keep my commandments, you will abide in my love, just as | have kept
my Father's commandments and abide in his love. | have said these things to you so that my joy
may be in you, and that your joy may be complete. This is my commandment, that you love one
another as | have loved you. No one has greater love than this, to lay down one's life for one's
friends. You are my friends if you do what | command you. | do not call you servants any longer,
because the servant does not know what the master is doing; but | have called you friends,
because | have made known to you everything that | have heard from my Father. You did not
choose me but | chose you. And | appointed you to go and bear fruit, fruit that will last, so that the
Father will give you whatever you ask him in my name. | am giving you these commands so that
you may love one another." (John 15: 9-17)

3 Eternal God, true and loving Father, in holy matrimony you make your servants
one. May their life together witness to your love in this troubles world; may unity overcome
division, forgiveness heal injury, and joy triumph over sorrow, through Jesus Christ our Lord.
Amen.

4 Loving God, you are merciful and forgiving. Grant that those who are suffering
the hurts of the past may experience your generous love. Heal their memories, comfort them,
and send them all from here renewed and hopeful; in Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen

5 God our creator, we thank you for your gift of sexual love by which husband and
wife may delight in each other and share with you the joy of creating new life. By your grace may
N and N remain lovers, rejoicing in your goodness all their days. Amen

6 God of all grace, friend and companion, look in favour on N and N , and all who
are made one in marriage. In your love deepen their love and strengthen their wills to keep the
promises they have made, that they may continue in life-long faithfulness to each other; through
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen
